With the help of Jerry Lake's 4.55 lb. "big fish", he and Mike 
Finley moved up a several positions to finish in third place with a total weight of 19.38 
pounds. 

But he and his 
partner rebounded Sunday, starting off the day with a real "toad".  Unfortunately the 
actual frog that Bizzarri planted in Vest's livewell just before blast-off wasn't allowed at 
weigh-in. 

John Bizzarri flew all the way from Las Vegas specifically to fish at Shasta with us this 
year.  It was an honor to have him fishing with us again, and his help was greatly 
appreciated at weigh-in.  Even if he forgot to zero out the scales before weighing his 
own fish.
